What is the Farmington Route 11 Corridor Study?

In spring 2023, the Town received an InvestNH Housing Opportunities Program
Grant to address the need for more affordable housing in Farmington, specifically
along the Route 11 Corridor. The Town hired SRPC, Resilience Planning & Design,
RKG Associates, and Fougere Planning and Development to conduct a

comprehensive audit of Route 11, identify barriers, and make recommendations for
any necessary regulatory changes. Between August 2023 and June 2024, the team
will conduct a land use needs assessment which will include:
